Digital Radiology
ecently the Pocahontas Hospital purchased a
Rcomputed radiography system from funds received
from a USDA grant. Pictured with the new system

are: Amanda Allen, tech; Nicki Bunda, manager; Deb Roberts,
tech; and Misti Rierson, tech.

Computed radiography basically works in the same fashion
as film-based x-rays, but
uses a phosphor screen
that stores images
instead of using film.
The digitizer part of
the machine then reads
the image and displays
it on a PC monitor.
This eliminates the
use of film, chemicals,
equipment and storage which reduces costs immensely. The
PACS system enables physicians from almost anywhere to view
images.
